Have you ever gone to your local sailing spot and found that it was closed?  Did some-

one put up a fence overnight, create a dog park, close the parking lot, put up one hour 

meters, or put up signs that said no swimming, beach is contaminated?  Many of us 

have had that experience, or broken docks, new rules by the lifeguards that say no 

windsurfing, or no kiteboarding, and other restrictions.  What can you do then, and 

why does US Windsurfing care? 

I’ve worked on public access issues on San Francisco Bay through San Francisco 

Boardsailing Association for over a decade, and during the last year US Windsurfing 

has been asked to help out with public access restrictions in New Jersey, Colorado 

and several places in Southern California.   

Some folks would just love it if we had lawyers that volunteered to intervene with local 

officials that might want to restrict your ability to sail at your usual site, or find a new 

place.  The reality is somewhat different—US Windsurfing needs volunteers to help 

preserve access to the water (clean water!) at your location and many others.  So 

while I might be able to give you some help and advice on how to deal with an access 

problem, this article is really a plea for local sailors and local windsurfing organiza-

tions to develop a network of volunteers to lobby for good access and clean water.

You might be surprised to learn that US Windsurfing is a 

small, member-based non-profit organization that does not 

have a large budget and huge staff.  We rely on volunteers 

to keep track of the National Race Tour scoring, help out 

with water access issues, keep the web page current and 

develop new programs (like Team USA for juniors). 

Our projected budget for 2010 has us taking in about 

$16,000 in membership fees and donations and we 

spend roughly $12,000 on printing and postage, keeping 

the webpage up and running, taxes and insurance, having 

a toll free number and processing credit cards.   

We are hoping to build up a bit of a surplus so that we can 

have money in the bank to help fund promising youth sail-

ors who need help travelling internationally, help pay the 

costs associated with water access issues and introduce 

windsurfing to more kids around the country.   

If you think there is something you can help us save 

money on, know of a good way to raise money or have a 

great idea for a new program—let us know.  We’d love  to 

have you involved!

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US WINDSURFING announces the new Youth Development Windsurfing Team, Endorsed by the US Olympic Sailing 

Committee 

 

Applications are now being accepted for the 2010 Youth Windsurfing Development Team (YWT) -- a new, youth pipeline 

team endorsed by the US Olympic Sailing Committee (OSC). With an expanded emphasis on the development of tal-

ented sailors competing at an international level in the RSX and Techno-293 Classes, YWT was created for young ath-

letes who have been identified as Olympic Windsurfing prospects. 

Those selected as part of the Youth Windsurfing Development Team (YWT) will receive experienced coaching, guidance, 

and mentoring to build the necessary skills to compete at the Olympic level. The YWT athletes will be required to partici-

pate in the following activities during the calendar year 2010, in pursuit of Olympic competition: 

1. International Regatta: At least one (1) international regatta 

2. US Regatta: At least three (3) national level windsurfing regattas 

3. Windsurfing Training Camp: At least one (1) windsurfing training camp 

4. Supervised or Independent Training*: At least forty (40) days of on the water training, documented in a training log 

*Note: Competition days are not included in the count of training days 

 

The YWT is seeking a total of 8 to 15 sailors who are ages 12 through 23, as of January 1, 2010. Applicants will need 

to provide a resume of their sailing/windsurfing capabilities, results and parental approval for those under age 18. Im-

portant criteria which will be considered for selection on YWT includes: 

Å Documented ranking in windsurfing and sailing competitions 

Å Demonstrated skill and independence 

Å Willingness to work with a team 

Å Commitment and desire to train for the purpose of competition in the Olympics 

Å Referral from an experienced sailor 

Å Minimum òCó grade point average or equivalent 

 
Based on applicant resume, the Windsurfing Task Force (a task force named by the Board of Directors of US Sailing), 

will choose qualified candidates up to a maximum number of 15 sailors for the following classes: 
Å RSX Class 

Å Techno-293 Class
